II. Resources:  Past lessons

III. Learner Objectives:  Students such as Tim, Jasiah, Ryan, Emma, and Jakub are all working on number correspondence.  

IV. Station:  Orange Square

Teacher:  Jackie

     V.  Activity:   The students will be first given the number and the students have to give the teacher that amount of fish.  The teacher will say I would like ____________ fish.  The students will be fishing for fish by the use of using a net or hands if it is easier. The student will count the fish as he or she puts them on the table.   
VI. Learner Methods:  

Step One:  Give the student a number 

a. Give the student a number 

b. Tell the student the number you have given them

Step Two:  Have student go fishing and pick out a number of fish that matches the number the teacher has shown them

A. Have the student go fishing by using a net to pick out a number of fish that matches the number the teacher has shown them. 

B. Have the student then take the fish out of the net or box and put them on the table one by one while counting

C. Then put all the fish back into the container

Step Two:  Repeat the following steps until everyone has gone 

VII. Correction Procedure:  If the student is not responding tap the students arm to engage the student to work.  If the student is headed towards choosing the wrong color to finish the pattern tap the right color that finishes the pattern.
